B.  CARE OF GRAVES, NICHES, AND CEMETERY GROUNDS:
15) No alcohol, illegal drug use, loitering or pets (animals) allowed on District Grounds. Pets allowed under conditions.
(a) Alcohol and Illegal Drugs Prohibited
The possession, consumption, distribution, or use of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs on District property is strictly prohibited. 
(b) Violation Penalty
Any individual found in violation of this policy may be subject to: 
· Immediate removal from District property; 
· A civil administrative fine in the amount of Seven Hundred Fifty Dollars ($750.00); and/or 
· Suspension or denial of future District services until all fines and penalties are paid in full. 
(c) Future Services Withheld
The District reserves the right to refuse or postpone any future interment, memorial, scheduling, or related cemetery services requested by an individual responsible for a violation of this policy until all assessed fines have been fully satisfied. 
(d) Loitering Prohibited
Loitering, disruptive behavior, vandalism, or conduct inconsistent with the respectful nature of cemetery grounds is prohibited. 
(e) Pets Allowed Under Conditions
Pets shall be permitted on District grounds only under the following conditions: 
· Pets must remain under the control of the owner or handler at all times; 
· Pets must be restrained by a leash not exceeding six (6) feet in length; 
· Owners or handlers are responsible for immediately cleaning up and properly disposing of pet waste; 
· Pets must not disturb funeral services, visitors, wildlife, landscaping, maintenance operations, or the peaceful atmosphere of the cemetery; 
· Aggressive, disruptive, or uncontrolled animals may be ordered removed from District property immediately. 
(f) Service Animals
Nothing in this policy shall restrict access or use by lawful service animals as provided under applicable state and federal law. 

ENFORCEMENT
The District Manager, employees, or authorized representatives of the Board of Trustees are authorized to enforce this policy and may request assistance from local law enforcement when necessary.
